	Select and use activities and resources, with help when needed. Use learning board

	Develop their sense of responsibility and membership of a community. Give children tasks during daily routines

	Show more confidence in new social situations. Run errands to EYFS classes with an adult

	Talk about their feelings using words like ‘happy’, ‘sad’, ‘angry’ or ‘worried’. In circle time discuss different scenarios

	Understand gradually how others might be feeling. Use talk cards to discuss what might happen next

	Develop appropriate ways of being assertive. How do we tell others if we don’t want to do something?

Literacy  
Plus daily Letters and Sounds Phase 1 games
	Understand ‘why’ questions, like: “Why do you think the bird has an umbrella?”
Play Transport bingo – naming methods of transport and talking about where transport goes e.g. air, water, road, track
Make a pop-up bus and create tickets etc

	Be able to talk about familiar books, and be able to tell a long story. 

Share the books in small groups and observe page turning, predicting, inference, deduction.

	Start a conversation with an adult or a friend and continue it for many turns. 
Books about boats 

Who’s sitting, jumping, rowing, waving etc in the boat?

Mr Gumpy’s Outing – read and retell
	Be able to express a point of view and to debate when they disagree with an adult or a friend, using words as well as actions. 
Look at non-fiction books about transport and debate which vehicle is best Set up a transport tuff spot to encourage talk – e.g. a railway station using Happyland

	Engage in extended conversations about stories, learning new vocabulary. 
Visual discrimination – matching, lotto, snap. Can you match the vehicles?
Join in with pretend calls and talk about 999

The storm whale
	Understand the five key concepts about print: print has meaning, print can have different purposes, we read English text from left to right and from top to bottom, the names of the different parts of a book, page sequencing 
Use the story map of the storm whale


	Listen to , predict and discuss Xmas stories
Join in with the story of Whatever Next and encourage prediction. 
I went in a rocket and I took…an apple, a drink etc

	Maths – plus daily 10min carpet maths
	Develop fast recognition of up to 3 objects, without having to count them individually (‘subitising’). Recite numbers past 5. 

Roll a dice and add that number of people to the bus
Make and number tickets

Money – use pennies to charge on the pop up bus


	Know that the last number reached when counting a small set of objects tells you how many there are in total (‘cardinal principle’). Show ‘finger numbers’ up to 5. 

	Talk about and explore 2D and 3D shapes (for example, circles, rectangles, triangles and cuboids) using informal and mathematical language: 

‘sides’, ‘corners’; ‘straight’, ‘flat’, ‘round’. 
3d shape

Sort bricks into roll, not roll or build/not build
Build boats with 3D shapes

Put animals in the boats and count them on and off
	Experiment with their own symbols and marks as well as numerals. 
Number vehicles with sticky labels and match them to parking bays on the tuff spot Sing Down at the station
Count the farm animals on a drawn outline of a boatLabel each amount.Sing 10 little sailing boats….what colour/number will it be?
	Solve real world mathematical problems with numbers up to 5. 

We need 2 fire engines and 2 police cars here and 2 ambulances at the beach
	Talk about and explore 2D and 3D shapes (for example, circles, rectangles, triangles and cuboids) using informal and mathematical language: 

‘sides’, ‘corners’; ‘straight’, ‘flat’, ‘round’. 

	Extend and create ABAB patterns – stick, leaf, stick, leaf. Notice and correct an error in a repeating pattern. 

Patterns with colours e.g. red, green, white
Make rockets using 2d shapes
