	PSED through other six areas of learning
	Engage with others through gestures, gaze and talk.
E.g –

Pointing out their favorite flowers/   describing them. Drawing their favourite flowers / colouring them in. 

	Develop friendships with other children. 
E.g – 

Measuring flowers with their friends. Discuss which are taller, shorter etc. 


	Feel strong enough to express a range of emotions. 
E.g – Read rainbow fish / sharing a shell and discuss emotions. 

Use Emotion game card/ wooden stones to show faces. 
	Notice and ask questions about differences, such as skin colour, types of hair, gender, special needs and disabilities, religion and so on. 
E.g –

Making different landforms and talking to the children about how they are different/ the same etc.

	Develop friendships with other children. 

E.g – 

Playing space rockets outside, asking children to join their rockets.
Jumping from rockets to rockets drawn on the floor.
	Learn to use the toilet with help and then independently. 
E.g – 

Encouraging all children who are ready to use the toilet. 
	

	CLL -plus daily 10min letters and sounds


	Recognise and point to objects if asked about them? 
E.g- 

Can you find the purple umbrella? 

Where are the red wellies? 
	Start to say how they are feeling, using words as well as actions. 
E.g – 

Talk about being big or small and how that makes them feel? Happy? Sad? Etc. 


	Listen and respond to a simple instruction.

E.g – 

Can you find the yellow fish? Can you find the blue whale? 
	Understand and act on longer sentences like “Make teddy jump” or “Find your coat”. 

E.g- 

Encourage the children to follow the given instruction in every instance- such as “Boots on please” 
	Understand simple questions about “Who” “What and “Where” (Generally not why). 

E.g – Read “Whatever next” to the children. Talk about what the bear is doing? Where is he going? What do they think he will see?  
	 Identify familiar objects and properties for practitioners when they are described for example, “Katie’s coat” “Blue Car” “Shiny apple”. 

E.g – 

Small group games for the children to identify objects within a group when asked.


	

	Maths
	Count in everyday contexts, sometimes skipping numbers – “1,2,3,4,5”.

E.g – 

Counting rainbows, raindrops, umbrellas etc. 
	 Notice patterns and arrange things in patterns.

E.g – 

Using flowers pictures and numicon to measure and make patterns. 
	Compare amounts, saying “lots”, “more” or “same”. 

E.g- 

Small ocean tuff spot for the children to talk about their ocean animals. How many red fish are there? How many green turtles? Using main words as above.

 
	Build with a range of resources. 

E.g – Blocks, lego, bricks, people. All resources for the children to build with to make own Pyramids, volcanos etc.  
	Take part in rhymes with numbers. 

E.g – 5 little ducks, frogs, aliens etc.

 
	Compare size and weight using gesture and language.

E.g –

Egg matching game with the children. Which is bigger? Smaller? Heavy? Light? 
	

	Literacy

plus daily 10min letters and sounds
	Enjoy drawing freely. 
E.g – 

Free range drawing for the children to express their ideas and thoughts. 
	Develop play around favourite stories using props. 

E.g – Printing puppets for the enormous turnip story. Using these at story time to retell the story / tuff spot for the children to retell on their own. 
	Repeat words and phrases from familiar stories. 

E.g – Using familiar stories with the children and asking them to join in with the words / actions they know
	Add some marks to their drawings, which they give meaning to. For example “That says Mummy”. 
E.g- Mark making tuff spots for the children to make marks in. What have you drawn? Etc.
	Join in with songs and rhymes, copying sounds, rhythms, tunes and tempo. 
E.g- Music and movement for the children to copy and join in with. 
	Have favourite books and seek them out, to share with an adult, with another child, or to look at alone. 

E.g – 

Books for the children to share with adults when rest periods are needed. 
	


	UW

	Explore materials with different properties. 
E.g- Different materials inside for the children to explore. 
	Explore natural materials indoors and outside. 
E.g – Texture baskets for the children to explore. Pine cones, material, tin foil etc. 
	Explore and respond to different natural phenomena in their setting an on trips. 
E.g – Splashing in puddles outside. 


	Notice differences between people. 
E.g – Using small world play, the children are able to explore the differences between people. 
	 Explore and respond to different natural phenomena in their setting an on trips. 

E.g – Bug hunts outside. 
	Explore natural materials indoors and outside.

E.g – 

Pick leaves on a nature walk, how do they feel? Use key works to describe them such as Smooth, Rough, Bumpy, Crunchy. 
	

	PD 
	Clap and stamp to music. 
E.g- Music and movement for the children to explore with. 
	Start eating independently and learning how to use a knife and fork.

E.g – 

At dinner time, model using cutlery.
Using Velcro fruit to attempt to cut own fruit / veg. 


	Enjoy starting to kick, throw and catch balls. 
E.g – Playing catch / football with their friends.
	Use large and small motor skills to do things independently, for example manage buttons and zips and pour drinks. 
E.g- Children to pour their own drinks / zip / button up their own coats/ jumpers. 


	Explore different materials and tools. 
E.g- Providing lots of items for the children to grasp, hold and explore. Playdough, clay, shells, brushes, painting. 
	Sit on a push- along wheeled toy, use a scooter or ride a tricycle. 
E.g- Using bikes/ cars outside for the children to experiment with. 
	

	EAD
	Start to make marks intentionally.

E.g – 

Writing their name on their artwork. 
	Move and dance to music. 
E.g – Providing the children with sticky kids music for them to copy the actions / words when they know them. 


	Express ideas and feelings through making marks.

E.g – 

Writing a list for a picnic.
	Start to make marks intentionally.

E.g – 

Using different activities to mark make with – sand, paper/ pens, paint. 
	Enjoy and take part in action songs, such as “Twinkle twinkle, little star”. 
E.g – Using the song board, the children can choose their own songs to sing and take part with. 


	Explore paint, using fingers and other parts of their bodies as well as brushes and other tools.

E.g – 

Finger painting easter egg shapes.
