This term, the children in RecepƟon have been 
diving into the story The Three Billy Goats Gruff.  
They have produced some wonderful pieces of 
wriƟng and are growing in confidence as they use 
their phonics skills to build simple capƟons and 
sentences.  Our sentence strips have been helping 
us remember those all-important wriƟng skills—
wriƟng on the line, using our Fred Fingers, and 
leaving clear finger spaces. 

We have also begun developing a new skill: holding 
a full sentence in our heads before wriƟng it down.  
The children have shown such determinaƟon and 
pride in their work, and we hope you agree that 
their wriƟng is truly aspiraƟonal.  

 



 
This week, in year two, we have been creaƟng our own spine poems inspired by an owl and an is-
land. As they built their poems verƟcally, they have focused on neat handwriƟng, careful leƩer for-
maƟon, and clear spacing, taking real pride in how their work looks on the page. Alongside this, they 
have been choosing powerful adjecƟves to bring each noun to life. Their owls be-
come silent, wideeyed, or midnightsoŌ, while their islands turn rocky, mysterious, or lifeless. Some chil-
dren have even begun experimenƟng with similes, comparing the owl’s wings to “clouds driŌing across 
the moon” or describing the island as “quiet like a sleeping giant.” This up-levelled vocabulary has 
made their wriƟng come to life.

Pupil Lunch Costs from 24th February 2026 
Unfortunately, due to increased costs, the price of a 
school lunch for children will be increasing by 15p to 
£2.80 per day from 24th February 2026.    
The Government are currently continuing to fund 
Universal Infant Free School meals. and this means 
that all children in Reception, Year 1 and Year 2 can 
be provided with a school meal free of charge.  
If your child is in Years 3-6, or they attend our 
Nursery or Pre-School, they can also have a free 
school meal if you are in receipt of certain benefits.

If you need help or advice applying for Free School 
Meals, please contact the school office.  
If you are not in receipt of these benefits you will need to pay £14 per week via ParentPay 
if you wish your child to have a school lunch every week day.

ParentPay account in credit or at £0.00, thank-you.
